PRESENTATION OF RESIDENCY

Founded in 1989, the Atelier Calder residency program offers artists the opportunity to pursue
projects and create new work in the exceptional environment of Alexander Calder’s studio and
home in Saché, France, designed by the artist himself. The residency can also serve as an oppor-
tunity for the artist to realize works that will be exhibited in a public institution to follow in collabora-
tion with the Atelier Calder. The works produced during the residency are presented to the public at
the end of the session during an open studio event.

The Atelier Calder receives funding from the Ministry of Culture’s Regional Directorate of Cultural
Affairs (DRAC Centre Val de Loire), the Centre-Val de Loire Region, and the Calder Foundation.
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CALL FOR APPLICATIONS

The Atelier Calder offers two residency sessions per year, each of which welcomes one visual artist
working in installation, sculpture, or related disciplines. This call for applications is open to artists of
all nationalities and ages who have already established themselves professionally on the in-
ternational art scene.

Terms

The property consists of Calder’s studio, equipped with tools and measuring 300 m2 (3,200 ft2)
across two levels, as well as a furnished house, measuring 450 m2 (5,000 ft2). A vehicle is available
for local transportation, on the condition that the resident has an international driver’s license.

The Atelier Calder’s team, which consists of a Studio Manager and a Program Coordinator, pro-
vides technical, logistical, and administrative support to the artists. The team can assist in securing
materials and arranging on- or off-site production needs to the extent that it is possible locally. The
artist proposes a specific project as part of their application, which informs the selection process.
Any substantial changes to the project must be discussed with the Atelier Calder team to ensure
technical and budgetary feasibility.

Applicants must be able to clear their schedule of all other professional activities (teaching, etc.)
and commit to being present for the duration of their residency. An agreement is signed between the
Atelier Calder and the artist upon their arrival to define their mutual commitments. At the end of
each residency, Atelier Calder hosts an open studio event for the public. Please note that painters,
photographers, graphic artists, and performing artists are not eligible for residency. Applicants must
not have applied for an Atelier Calder residency within the last three years.

Funding

Atelier Calder provides each artist with a living stipend of 5,000 €, as well as 6,000 € in production
funding.

Timeline

Deadline: 2 February 2026 (no applications will be considered after this date)
Examination and pre-selection of applications: February—March 2026
Individual interviews with pre-selected artists: April - May 2026

Final response to all candidates by e-mail : June 2026

Selection process

Artists are selected by the Atelier Calder’s Board of Trustees, whose members include arts profes-
sionals as well as institutional representatives from the public partners of the Atelier Calder. The
committee bases its decisions on the materials submitted and projects proposed by the candidates.

The invited artist will be expected to participate in public presentations of their work, including an
open studio day, as well as possible educational workshops or lectures.

Selection process

Artists are selected by the Atelier Calder’s Board of Trustees, whose members include arts profes-
sionals as well as institutional representatives from the public partners of the Atelier Calder. The
committee bases its decisions on the materials submitted and projects proposed by the artist candi-
dates.

As the fall resident at Atelier Calder, the artist will take part in the AR(t)CHIPEL Festival by partici-
pating in events or studio visits during which their work in process will be on view in Saché for the
public to experience. Inaugurated in 2023, the AR(t)CHIPEL Festival—part of the Nouvelles Re-
naissances and supported by the Région Centre-Val de Loire—invites the public to connect with
artists through studio visits and conferences. For this residency, applicants should consider how
their projects can be realized in relation to this event. Residents will be given an additional budget
for the festival.
